St. Lawrence Parish invites parishioners, past and present, as well as friends of the Parish, to assist with its Heat
Pump Fund if you are able. The new system and electrical upgrade cost $58,811, minus a rebate from the province of
19,905.23. The parish received a loan of 36,374.27 at 4% annual interest from the Diocese of Antigonish. Monthly
payments will be $821.30 per month for four years. Donations to help us pay for this loan can be made to St. Lawrence
Parish and receipts will be issued that can be used as a charitable donation on your income tax return. We are
grateful to all who support St. Lawrence Parish.
